Summary

practice. What I am looking for here, is all those ingredients that support its’ importance, both in
terms of the method itself and the technique of acting, within the way that improvisation and

study onto the force is keeping alive the theatrical body as a whole..

Having in mind the Checkhovian methodology and method I will try to examine the theoretical
foundation of the Checkhov’s theory and technique, mainly in relation to the philosophical and
aesthetic influences of its creator. The method is very complex and difficult to understand
without the philosophical approach and knowledge. The complexity and difficulty affirm the
value of this method, which mainly aims to release the actor from the narrow limits of his

individual self and the gradual transformation of the dramatic role.
