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International Relations, Development and Communications Services (IRDCS) support

the University’s authorities and community, through the development of international
partnerships with other universities, research centers and organizations, the enhancement
of a continuous and active participation of the Open University of Cyprus (OUC) in mobility
programmes, as well as the endorsement of the scientific and educational work of the
University. Additionally, IRDCS has sole responsibility for the coordination on quality
assurance measures of the academic and administrative processes, as well as the
promotion of the public image of OUC in Cyprus and abroad.

OUC's Mobility Office, operating under the International Relations, Development and
Communications Services, is responsible for the organization and management of the
Erasmus+ mobility activities. Furthermore, it conducts inter-university agreements and
monitors their implementation:; it also provides information about the University to external
agencies, universities/organizations and interested foreign students/staff that plan to visit
the OUC, while in addition provides assistance on the Erasmus+ Programme to students,
academic, research and administrative staff of OUC.

INTRODUCING THE OPEN
UNIVERSITY OF CYPRUS




The Open University of Cyprus (OUC) was established in 2002 as the second public University
of Cyprus and the only University devoted entirely to open and distance tertiary education

at all three cycles (undergraduate, postgraduate and doctoral). It offers flexible, open access
accredited programmes of study, enabling its students to follow a broad intellectual path,
irrespective of their age, time, location and/or life circumstances.

OUC is a university committed to endorse equal opportunities for all, serving the society
through science, knowledge, research and innovation, contributing on many interdisciplinary
scientific areas. OUC offers well-planned, career-oriented undergraduate and postgraduate
programmes of study, which correspond to the country’s needs and meet the demands of
its students. Studies at OUC are based on modern educational systems, new technological
advancements and offer a refined ground for all interested applicants. OUC also enhances
the mobility of its students and staff, as well as, its inter-relationship with conventional
universities; offering joint or double degrees, aiming on the development of its vision to
become an inspiring educational institution, with international recognition and presence,
especially in the southeastern Europe and the Mediterranean. Through its social activities
and commitment to its educational methodology, OUC contributes to the objective of the State
to make Cyprus a regional educational and research center.

With the advancement of technology, new forms of delivering education are constantly
evolving, so that acquiring knowledge, skills and competences are no longer bound by
space and time or are limited by rigid pedagogical methods. Distance education differs
from conventional classroom-based education, since it allows to its students to complete/
acquire their degree without physically attending scheduled lectures. Studies at OUC enable
students to benefit from the use of information technologies, at their own time and place.
Apart from the programmes of study (BA, BSc, MA, MSc and PhD), OUC also offers training
opportunities and short cycle programmes which are under the context of lifelong learning.

OUC operates on a modular degree system, throughout which degrees are obtained by the
accumulation of ECTS credits (i.e. the European Credit Transfer and Accumulation System).
The main educational tool is OUC's eLearning Platform — eClass - that facilitates online
teaching and learning, allowing the establishment of virtual classrooms, equipped with
real-time and asynchronous collaboration tools. The eLearning Platform is a comprehensive
and constantly evolving e-learning system that supports the educational process at all its
phases. Specifically, students can access their courses’ educational material online, organize
their study calendars, submit their coursework and receive feedback on their progress.
Information is also given on the study programmes’ objectives, structure, curriculum, course
and examination materials. In a true collaborative environment, the e-learning platform also
supports live interaction and direct contact with the University, fellow students and teaching
staff.



The Open University of Cyprus offers accredited degree programmes at both undergraduate
and postgraduate level (Masters or PhD) to individuals who wish to have flexibility, choice,
individualized learning, accessibility and adaptability in their studies. These five elements
make the method of open and distance learning education particularly attractive. Additionally,
OUC offers short cycle training programmes and online seminars on various areas, aiming at
providing trainees hard and soft transferable skills.

Erasmus+ and OUC

The Mobility Office of OUC’s International Relations, Development and Communications
Services is responsible for the coordination and management of the University’s participation
to the Erasmus+ Programme.

Even though the Open University of Cyprus offers programmes of study based on the
distance learning educational methodology, students from partner universities can visit
OUC for studies or traineeships. Only prerequisite is the existence of an inter-institutional
agreement between the OUC and the sending university, as well as proper confirmations
that the student possesses at least the minimum level of the language required for his/her
mobility at OUC.

Having established that there is indeed a valid agreement between the home University and
OUC, students interested to visit OUC need to search the programmes of study available

for each academic year and consult with the academic coordinator of their home university,
regarding the courses that the student would normally have to complete at his/her university
and replace those with his/her studies at OUC.

The procedure to follow is the following:

\\\2/// Apply for the Erasmus+ grant at the home university in accordance with the
relevant procedures and deadlines. After its successful completion, the application must be
forwarded to OUC's Mobility Office for approval.

\\\3/// Complete and submit the relevant forms requested by the OUC’s Mobility Office, in
order to proceed with the mobility.

Applications deadline at OUC:
@ for the Fall Semester or for the whole academic year: incoming students should
receive their nominations and apply to OUC at least until the 3 week of August
@ for the Spring Semester: incoming students should receive their nominations and
apply to OUC at least until the 3 week of November
\\\&/// After receiving all the necessary documents, OUC's Mobility Office will send
a confirmation email to the student, along with the signed “Learning Agreement”, thus

finalizing the procedure of acceptance of the incoming student at OUC.

OUC students can apply and receive a grant for a study or traineeship mobility period in
foreign universities, companies and organisations in any country that participates in the
Erasmus+ Programme. For mobility in universities, an inter-institutional agreement between
OUC and the host university is required.

@® Erasmus+ Grant

Beneficiaries receive funding covering their travel and subsistence costs. The Erasmus+
grant varies according to the host country and the participants’ mobility duration (see section
Erasmus+ grant below). The host university does not charge any tuition, registration fees

or other administrative expenses to Erasmus+ students who pay their normal tuition at the
Open University of Cyprus.

@® Students with Disabilities

The Open University of Cyprus encourages students with disabilities to participate in the
Erasmus+ Programme, and may additionally provide funding for a smooth transition on their
mobility period abroad.

mmmmmm  Outgoing Student Mobility for Studies (SMS)

‘Student mobility for studies’ provides the opportunity to OUC's undergraduate and
postgraduate students, to study in another country that participates in the Programme, for a
period between 3-12 months.

Potential Beneficiaries:

\\\&/// Complete the Erasmus+ Application and submit it to the OUC's Mobility Office (at
erasmus@ouc.ac.cy), along with the (a) transcript of records (obtained from the relevant OUC
Academic Affairs and Student Registrar Services) and (b) the Learning Agreement, along
with other necessary documents, before the applications deadline.

\\\5/// When the student receives the OUC's acceptance to participate in the Programme,
they must submit the Learning Agreement and any other documents requested by the
host university before its respective deadlines. The OUC student must receive the Learning
Agreement signed by the host university, as an acceptance for his/her mobility.

Study Recognition Abroad

The study period abroad must be an integral part of the student’s curriculum at OUC and
is fully recognized by the Open University of Cyprus that issues the student’s Diploma
Supplement. Students must attend courses that correspond to a minimum ECTS credits
per semester. Erasmus+ students should not be examined at OUC in Thematic Units
corresponding to courses recorded in the Learning Agreement as courses that will be
attended abroad. At the end of the study mobility period, students receive a transcript of
records by the host university.

OUC teaching personnel (faculty members, as well as adjunct tutors not employed in other
HEIs®) can apply and receive a grant to undertake a teaching assignment (at least eight
teaching hours) at a partner university for a mobility period between two (2) days to two (2)
months. The grant covers their travel and subsidence expenses based on the host country
and duration, according to the Erasmus+ regulations.

\\\3/// The OUC International Relations Committee is responsible for the selection of
staff members that will participate in the Erasmus+ Programme. Beneficiaries will sign an
Erasmus+ grant agreement with OUC.

\\\&/// By the end of the mobility, participants need to submit to the OUC Mobility Office
certain certificates and documents, in order to receive the Erasmus+ grant.

GENERAL INFORMATION
ABOUT CYPRUS




Introduction

Cyprus is the third largest and third most populous island in the Mediterranean. The island
attained its independence from Great Britain in 1960 and in May 2004, the Republic of Cyprus,
became a full Member of the European Union (EU). Located at the crossroads of three
continents (Europe, Asia and Africa), Cyprus is one of the most popular tourist destinations,
mainly because of its great yearlong weather conditions and the island’s monuments,
archaeological remains, enriched history and culture.

W ////Travelling to Cyprus

After Cyprus’ accession to the European Union, any citizen of an EU member state and
citizens of candidate EU member states, as well as citizens of Switzerland, Iceland,
Liechtenstein and Norway, may visit the island by only presenting their identity card (ID).
Citizens from other countries (besides the above mentioned), may travel to Cyprus with a
visa.

The official ports for visiting Cyprus, which are under the jurisdictional control of the Republic
of Cyprus, are the airports of Larnaca and Paphos as well as the ports of Larnaca, Limassol,
Latsi and Paphos. Entry into the island from any other port not under the control of the
Government of the Republic of Cyprus (Turkish occupied areas), is considered being illegal,
therefore, travelers are urged to enter the island via the recognized ports of entry.

The official languages of the Republic of Cyprus are Greek and Turkish (used by Greek-
Cypriots and Turkish-Cypriots respectively), yet English is widely used.




W ////Money and Currency

On 1 January 2008, the Euro became the official currency of the Republic of Cyprus. All banks
operating in Cyprus offer foreign exchange currency services and quote the exchange rates

of the Euro against all major foreign currencies daily. €

W ////Transportation

Several bus companies offer services throughout the major resorts of the island. Buses run
frequently, but their schedules may vary according to the season. There are internal public
bus services connecting the main cities and tourist centers on a daily basis with frequent
routes. The bus routes also cover distances in almost all villages with their nearest city. Bus
services also have daily schedules for transportation to and from airports, while there is
always the alternative option of using private services, such as taxis. Tourist areas are well
bus-serviced during summer months however, in winter some destinations especially in the
mountain areas are difficult to access, thus car rental is recommended.



The Larnaca International Airport (IATA: LCA) is located four miles southwest of the city of
Larnaca, and is the nearest airport from the city of Nicosia (49 km.). The Paphos airport
(IATA: PFO) is at a distance around 146 km from Nicosia. Both airports are accessible by cars,
taxis and other public transports.

W ////Working Hours and Public Holidays

W ////History and Culture

Cyprus is a country with thousand years of culture. The earliest known human activity on the
island dates back, around the 10th millennium BC. Cyprus first settlers were the Mycenaean
Greeks, around the 2nd millennium BC. Due to its strategic location in the Mediterranean,
Cyprus had many conquers in its history, including the empires of the Assyrians, Egyptians
and Persians, Alexander the Great (333 BC), the Roman Empire, the Byzantines, Arab
caliphates, the French dynasty, the Venetians, and the Ottoman Empire (1571 and 1878), until
it was placed under the British administration (colonial rule) on 1878. In July 1974, Turkey
invaded Cyprus and ever since approximately the 37% of the Republic of Cyprus’ territory is
under the occupation of the Turkish military.

Memorials of the Neolithic Age, Greco-Roman theater and monuments, castles from the
era of the Crusades, Venetian walls, remains of the Ottoman Empire and buildings from the
recent period of the British rule, are the remaining evidence of the existence and influence
from different cultures that passed from the island.

Archaeological remains from the pre-historic period include the well-preserved Neolithic
village of Khirokitia. Dated around 8.000 years BC, Khirokitia is a monument included in the
lists of the ‘World Cultural Heritage' by UNESCO since 1998. Furthermore, in Cyprus you
will be able to see some of the oldest water wells in the world, remarkably beautiful floor
mosaics from the period of the Roman Empire, and the Tomb of the Kings. Between the
cities of Paphos and Limassol, is the Roman Theater of Kourion, which until this day is used
to organise music events and theatrical plays.

SNadA

Many remains of Byzantine art are preserved; you may see the colorful murals if you visit
the Cypriot churches, ten of which have also been included in the list of the ‘World Cultural
Heritage” of UNESCO. The region of Limassol is proud for its majestic castles and the ancient
city of Amathus, while walls erected by Venetian rulers surround the old town of Nicosia. In
Nicosia, you can also visit the Cyprus National Museum, which unfolds all the history of the
island.

W ////Higher Education in Cyprus

The policies of the Republic of Cyprus regarding higher education are the result of strategic
planning aiming to offer high quality education that meets the expectations, needs and
aspirations of all interested groups. In recent years, there have been important steps in the
development of higher education in the country and a significant increase in expenditure in
order to establish the Republic of Cyprus as a regional research and education center in the
Mediterranean.

Public universities are established and operate under governmental legislation and receive
financial support by the State. Currently, there are three public universities in Cyprus, two
of which are located in the capital (the University of Cyprus and the Open University of
Cyprus) and one in Limassol (Cyprus University of Technology). There are also five private
universities in Cyprus, three of which are located in Nicosia, one in Paphos and one in
Larnaca.

z Nicosia is the capital of the Republic of Cyprus, the largest city of the island and its

— main business center. The capital combines both the old and the new, in a busy modern
commercial and business centre in a centuries-old culture. A Venetian sandstone fortress
wall with a moat and heart-shaped bastions surround the centre of the city. In the old city,

n one can wonder around narrow streets with overhanging balconies and beautifully restored
pedestrian precinct with craft shops, cafes, taverns, entertainment venues, theaters and
cultural places. One of the main attractions of the city is the Cyprus National Museum, which

o houses the best collection of archaeological artefacts of the island, including a statuette of
‘Aphrodite of Soli" and the original mosaic of ‘Leda and the Swan’. More information about
the history of the city is available at the Leventis Museum and the Byzantine Museum of the
Foundation Archbishop Makarios IIl.

W ////Accommodation

The Open University of Cyprus does not offer accommodation. However, it is;not difficult to
ensure accommodation, at reasonable prices, according to your preferences and budget.

W ///[Transportation

Nicosia has its own network of public bus routes. All routes start from Solomos Square area
in the city center, and cover almost all areas of the Nicosia district. Buses run through their
daily bus stops every 20 to 30 minutes (depending on the destination) and more flexible
routes on weekends. The Municipality of Nicosia has its own buses, known as “Yellow
Buses”, covering, free of charge, the old town and the city center. There are also many taxi
companies, while at the Liberty Square, in the city center, you can find taxis throughout the
course of the day. Law regulates the fares and drivers are required to use a taximeter.
