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SUMMARY

It is now a generally accepted fact that mass tourism has had a serious impact on the
environment, culture, society and the economy due to the uncontrolled exploitation of
certain areas by the mass accumulation of tourists. For this reason, the need arose to create
a new tourism model, under a different philosophy; a philosophy, which will respect the
natural and cultural environment of the visiting country, with a parallel goal of sustainable
social, economic and cultural development.

In the present study, it was chosen to analyse "ecotourism" and "cultural and creative
tourism", as these forms of tourism constitute the birth of other alternative forms of tourism.

The aim of the present paper is to present the development of the tourism market through
alternative forms of tourism. It concerns developing new forms of sustainable tourism which
incorporate both the natural and the human environment of each country or region.

The first part of this paper, presents elements that will aid the reader in understanding the
subject. Initially, the research presents how each specific form of alternative tourism is
defined and how its activities are separated. Subsequently, extensive reference is made to
ecotourism. In recent years ecotourism has included many forms of tourism focusing on the
natural environment and society. Next, the paper examines the relationship between
ecotourism and sustainable development, the environment, the economy and society. As will
be examined, the relationship between ecotourism and the aforementioned sectors can have
positive outcomes, but it may sometimes also be negative.

Furthermore, the development of cultural tourism is presented, followed by an explanation
of the need to turn to creative tourism. The cultural tourist, from consumer, becomes a lover
of cultural product and experiences. Given that this type of tourist becomes more and more
interactive and creative, it is suggested that cultural tourism should be redefined, to become
stronger and more creative.

At the end of the research, the desired contribution of the youth to the workforce of tourism
is presented. Alternative tourism and sustainable development create new positions of
employment. The preferences, and more so, the abilities of the youth, can be utilized by the
tourism industry with a parallel policy and strategy of youth support in the travel and
tourism sector, thus bearing multiple positive effects.
